BARFORUSI, MOLLA MOHAMMAD-?ALI, important figure in early Babism
(1239-65/1823--49). Heis generally referred to in Babi sources as Hazrat-e
Qoddus or Esm-Allah al-Aker and in Bahai works as Nogta-ye Okra (in
contrast to Nogta-ye Ula, atitle of the Bab). Born the son of afanner in
Barforus (Babol), he studied there, in Sari, and in Mashad before going

to Karbala? in 1256/1840-41, where he studied for some four years under
Sayyed Kazem Rasti, head of the Shaikhi school. In 1260/1844, he became
the last of the group of Shaikhiswho accepted Sayyed ?Ali-Mohammad

Sirazi (see bab) as Radti’ s successor and bab al-emam. Leaving

Shiraz in September, 1844, he accompanied Sayyed Mohammad-Sali on the
hajj, returning with him to BuSehr in May, 1845. Barforus went ahead

alone to Shiraz, where, following an incident in the Sam&irgaran mosque, he
and two fellow Babis were arrested and expelled from the town. Going to
Kerman, he met and tried unsuccessfully to convert Haji Molla Mohammad
Karim Khan Kermani, who was aready seeking leadership of the Shaikhi school
for himself, after which he returned to Mazandaran, where he remained in
comparative seclusion for some two years. In 1847, he went to Mashad, where
Molla Mohammad-Hosayn Bo3ru?i had already es-tablished an important
center for the propagation of Babism, and assisted the latter in his activities
there. Following the outbreak of difficulties with the local authorities,
Barforusi again set off for Mazandaran, where he played amajor rolein
organizing the gathering of leaders of the sect in the village of Badat, at
which the abrogation of the Islamic Sari?a and the advent of the giama

were announced. Following this, he was imprisoned for some timein Sari, but
succeeded in effecting his escape in order to join the Babi defenders at the
shrine of Shaikh Tabarsi near Barforus. Here, he was accorded high honors

by BoSru?i and his fol-lowers, being regarded as the Qa?em (Hidden Imam)

in person, in tandem with BoSru? himself. According to one source

(?Abbas Effendi ?Abd-al-Baha?, Makatib-e ?Abd-al-Baha? 1, Cairo,
1330/1912, p. 254, cf. p. 252), he even claimed to be God in a work written



during this period. Following the surrender of the Babi survivors at Shaikh
Tabarsi, he was taken to Barforus and put to death there on 23 Jomada

I1 1265/16 May 1849. His grave there was until recently in the possession of
the Bahais, who regard it as a shrine. Few of the apparently voluminous
writings of Barforusi have survived.
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
